Where do we turn for sustained support to students in a time when economic downturn
significantly influences programs and services? At such crossroads, maintaining a robust
advising program is crucial. Using a strength based approach, advising provides strong
alliances, micro-guidance, and creative intervention tools. This support is applicable across
institutional types both large and small; student populations including student athletes; and
program budgets. Through the comprehensive reach of advising, we can pull out the tools
that engage our students in building self-sustaining academic and personal skills. Key among
these tools is course tracking, academic engagement rubric, and biblio-advising. These tools
help students navigate their transition to college by strengthening their self-appraisal skills
and their self-efficacy. These are some of the advising tools that we used to win the Noel
Levitz Retention Excellence Award. This lecture presentation will close with collaborative
learning and a sharing of best practices.

In 2008 the MSU College of Engineering received a $2.5 million grant from the National
Science Foundation to increase retention of first and second year students in the field of
engineering. The grant explores several different aspects of retention, including a
Connector Faculty Program. There is much evidence to show that student success can be
greatly influenced simply by having a more personal connection with one or more faculty
members. To this end, 200 first year students were matched up with over 30 faculty
volunteers in the college and given the opportunity to meet throughout the semester in an
informal, out of class context. Connector Faculty and professional academic advisers have
the opportunity to collaborate on student advising issues. The presentation will consist of
background information on the grant, specific information about the Connector Faculty
Program, the interface between faculty and academic advisers and feedback from the
students and faculty who participated. This presentation is appropriate for any audience.
